Checklist Items

1. Anidea is brought to the Senate.

2. Sponsors are found in both the Senate and House and it
is given a Bill number. The sponsor will bring the idea in
front their Committees.

3. The committee is convened. The sponsor gives a
speech, and calls experts to provide more information and
answer questions on the bill.

4. The committee votes to proceed and sends the bill to
the Senate or House Floor with their recommendation.

5. In Chambers, the sponsor reads the bill and debate is
opened. Once debate is closed, a member will raise the
bill for vote, and another member will second the motion.

6. The Senate Majority Leader or the Speaker of the House
will call for the vote and the votes are counted.

7. If passed, repeat the above step 3-6 for the House.

8. After passing both the Senate and the House, the bill is
brought to the Governor. The Governor either signs or
vetoes the bill.
